4. Antecedentes y justificacion

Students of English as a foreign language in Ecuador (and in many other countries as well)
often complain that they do not like English and that after studying for many years, cannot
speak as well as they would like. These complaints often correlate with classes which tend to
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be teacher-centered, grammar-based and decontextualized. This seems to be true of most
subjects as well.

Thus, teachers in all domains including EFL are searching for ways to help the students
become more motivated to learn.

Gaming, meanwhile has become immensely popular, providing an excellent example of
intrinsic motivation at its best.

Educators are therefore trying to apply gaming and other modern techniques to their
teaching methodology. They have found the following:

o Self-Determination Theory: developed by Edward Deci and Richard Ryan, this
theory postulates that people are most motivated when they feel autonomy,
competence and relatedness in their work (Deci & Ryan, 1985)

e Mihalyi Csikszentmihalyi explained the concept of “flow” in which people find
pleasure in working at their optimum level (Csikszentmihalyi M. , 1975)

e Jane McGonigal talked about the feeling of “fierro” that gamers get when they
achieve a goal they’ve set for themselves (McGonigal, 2012)

e The Partnership for 21st Century SKkills includes in its “Framework for 21st Century
Learning” the idea of the 4 C’s: critical thinking, communication, collaboration and
creativity (partnership for 21st century skills)

In my project | am developing ideas in which all of the concepts above are combined in
creative and original ways in order to provide students with a meaningful, pleasurable
English language learning experience.
